New Band Instrument Instructors - We are happy to announce that two new private 
lesson instructors are available to our students – 
 
Robin Breeden will be available on our campus to teach woodwinds. With a degree in 
flute performance and a member of the Lake Norman Orchestra, Robin is also a part 
of the music ministry at her church. She has also worked as an area representative for 
a local music store. 
 
Nick Nichols is also degreed and an accomplish percussionist.  He will be available to 
instruct students in percussion instruments.  Nick is a part of a his local church’s music 
team as well as heading a band that travels to area churches to play praise and 
worship music.   
 
Our new band instructor, Charlie Fisher, is available after school on a limited basis for 
some private lessons in the area of brass instruments. To study band instrument 
students will need to have an instrument on which to practice. In the case of 
percussion, a drum kit, which includes a snare and bell set will be needed. Scheduling 
will be dependent on being able to match the students’ classroom schedules with the 
times that the instructors can be on campus. Some lessons will be available after 
school and some during the school day.  Students in grades 4-12 may study enroll in 
woodwind, brass or percussion.
